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Admissions Policies for International Students

Philosophy of Admissions

The ultimate purpose of NorthPointe Christian schools is to equip students to
impact their world for Jesus Christ through quality Christian education that is
rigorous, relevant and relational. Therefore, we accept students of families who
profess a personal relationship with Jesus Christ and students open to learning
more about Christianity who are willing to follow the school's requirements.
NorthPointe Christian will accept international students 6" grade through 11t
grade. 12" grade students will be considered on a case by case basis if they have
already been studying within the United States and show strong English
proficiency.

Spiritual Requirements

. At least one parent, legal guardian, or host parent that is sponsoring or
living with the student must be a professing, practicing Christian. Student
must attend church regularly with parent, legal guardian, host parent or
sponsor.

. Applicants must be willing to share their knowledge of Jesus Christ when
asked and be willing to learn more about the Christian faith if they do not
yet have a personal relationship with Jesus.

Academic Requirements

. Applicants to High School may not have more than two failed credits
from a previous school. Failed credits must have been retaken and
passed.

. Applicants must have a minimum of a “C" (2.0) average on a (4.0) scale in

core academic courses.

. Applicants must be able to present recommendations from their current
principal, teacher, or some other recognized educator (per approval from
administration) who can attest to the applicant’s academic ability and/or
performance.

. In unigue cases where academic records are not available due to refugee
or orphan status, students must be willing to undergo testing to assess
grade level and ability to be successful within the service structure offered
at NorthPointe Christian Schools.

Applicants may not be under behavioral probation, suspension, expulsion, or any
other behavioral conditions from their previous school.
